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MESSAGE OF CHAIRMAN

The start of the financial year 2022-23 was a
difficult phase for the units and this office owing to both
the second wave of pandemic and the volatility in freight
costs. In spite of these turbulent times, exports of goods
and services from the zone were Rs. 8,540 crores during
2022-23. Employment in the zone has gone up from
32,550in2009t040,176in 2023.

NSEZ Authority is providing the state of the art
infrastructure and support services to the units located
in the zone for its hassle free and smooth functioning. In
the year 2022-23, major works like creation of a
pedestrian cum cycle track, construction of boundary
wallin the staff colony of NSEZ, re-laying of sewer lines in
SDF F, G, H, | Block & staff colony etc. were carried out by
the NSEZ Authority. There are many such works which
are to be done for beautification of the zone. We have
been able to meet our primary objective of generating
more employment and more investment by creating
adequate infrastructure which helped in attracting new
entrepreneursinzone.

We look at FY 2022-23 with a lot of optimism and
plan to revamp the infrastructure of the zone by its
beautification and other infrastructure development.
This is likely to lead to greater investments and
employment generation.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the Noida Special Economic Zone Authority, Noida as at
31 March, 2023, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the year ended on
that date under Section 19 (2) of the Comptroller & Auditor General's (Duties, Powers & Conditions of
Service) Act, 1971 read with Section 37 (2) of the Special Economic Zone Act, 2005. The preparation of
the financial statements is the responsibility of the Authority's management. Our responsibility is to
express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India
(C&AG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best
accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on the
financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules and regulations (Propriety and
Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects etc., if any, are reported through Inspection
Reports/C&AG's Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India.
These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit also includes examining,
on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit
also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management,
as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a
reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:
(i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and belief
were necessary for the purpose of our audit, subject to certain observations made in subsequent paras;

(i) The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by
this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

(iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by the
Authority as required under Section 37 (1) of the Special Economic Zone Act, 2005, subject to our
comment detailed below, in so far as it appears from our examination of such books.

(iv) We further report that:

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(A) Balance Sheet
Provisions (Schedule-7) Rs.1991.65 lakh

This included Rs. 14.25 lakh of sick unit dues (doubtful debt) which has been realised by
the Authority, but not shown in the income of the Authority. This has resulted in
overstatement of Current Liabilities and provisions by Rs. 14.25 lakh and
understatement of Income, Corpus/Capital fund to the same extent.

(B) General

(B.1) The Authority has shown Rs. 866.26 lakh expenditure under the head 'Minor
Works, which essentially pertains to operations, repairs, and maintenance works
executed by the outsourced agency 'M/s WAPCOS Ltd. (PSU)'. The Authority, in
contravention of Uniform format of accounts, has used the term '"Minor works' instead
of 'Repairs & Maintenance'. This needs to be corrected.

(B.2) The Authority needs to make disclosure in respect of doubtful debts outstanding
for more than 5 years.

(C) Grant-in-Aid
The Authority did not receive any Grant-in-Aid from any Government during the year
2022-23.

(D) Net Effect

The nature of the observations detailed reflects some major deficiencies in the
accounting system and hence complete information is not captured correctly in the
financial statements.

v. Subject to our observation in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance
Sheet and Income & Expenditure Account dealt with by this report are in agreement
with the books of accounts.

vi. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations
given to us, the said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and
Notes on Accounts, and subject to the significant matters stated above and other
matters mentioned in Annexure to this Audit Report give a true and fair view in
conformity with accounting principles generally acceptedin India.

(i) The Authority has not ascertained its staff requirement for smooth and effective function.
No Recruitment rules have been prepared or appointment drive started in respect of
officers and officials. Instead of arranging a permanent regular establishment the
Authority is operating its activities with the help of officer and officials borrowed from the
office of Development Commissioner (Customs). This fact has already been raised through
previous year SAR.

(i) The Authority has not adequately addressed the high levels of non-recoverable dues
despite beingindicated in previous SAR.

(iii) Although the security work amountingto Rs. 191.15 lakh is executed by 'M/s WAPCOS Ltd.
(PSU), the classification of the same within 'Minor works' is not correct, and it has not been
rectified by the Authority in spite of being indicated in the previous year SAR.

In respect of projects involving construction, related pre
operational expenses (including interest on loans for specific project prior to its completion), from part of the value of
the asset capitalized.

Fixed assets acquired out of monetary grants, received form Ministry of Commerce are capitalized at cost of acquisition
and the amount of monetary grant received from Ministry of Commerce is reflected as reduction in cost.

DEPRECIATION AND AMORTIZATION

Depreciation on fixed assets has been provided on written down value basis as per rates provided in Income Tax Act 1961.

The Authority had acquired the Land from Noida Authority for the development of the SEZ for a lease period of 99 Years and
the value of the total lease Premium was capitalized for a value of Rs. 8,84,24,731.00, which is amortized on pro rata basis over
the period of lease and an amount of Rs.8,93,179.10 is amortized on year to year basis.

SICKUNITDUES

The amount of Rs.38,45,65,517.00 of sick units is lying unrealized and most of these cases are pending before the
Hon'ble courts/NCLT/DRT. These dues shall be realized as per the direction of Hon'ble Courts/NCLT/DRT etc. and action
forrecovery of balance dues if any, shall be decided by the Department of Commerce.

To make necessary accounting entries of the unrealized dues of such sick units, the Management had decided to make
the adjustments in the books of accounts so as to match the actual claimable value with the declared value in the
financial statements.
